She felt that the blight that is present in the areas that 

one sees when first driving into the City need to be addressed. The money from the Greenup 

Plant needs to be spread around the City. The money should not be invested in only one area 

of Hamilton. She feels like this because she believes utility bills were raised years ago in order 

to pay for the Greenup Plant.  

 

Gary Sheets of 1731 Cleveland Ave wanted to discuss what could be done with the money 

from the sale of the Greenup Plant. Joshua Smith commented that the only commitment of 

where the money would be going that has been decided at this point would be to abate debt 

that is related to the plant. Sheets wanted to state that he felt the left over proceeds from the 

sale should not go toward neighborhood developments because that is more of a general 

fund initiative. Smith commented that he thought that it was important to keep utilities 

healthy.  

 

David Brown –Butler County Auditor – of 130 High Street discussed that taxes are coming 

due on March 3rd for local citizens. Forms are available on the website as there are multiple 

filing dates depending on the tax issue. He then discussed disabled veterans that are not 

100% disabled have not been receiving the benefits that they should. They have worked with 

Columbus and Senate Bill 10 has passed the House and Senate in the state legislature. He 

left some brochures with information about the benefits.
